Starting late in 2009, 
Northstar will serve commuters via stations at Big 
Lake, Elk River, Anoka, Coon Rapids-Riverdale, 
Fridley and downtown Minneapolis, adjacent to the 
new Twins’ ballpark — and with connections to the 
Hiawatha Light Rail Line and buses.

Weekday train schedules will be planned for major work 
start and end times in downtown Minneapolis: 
  
� Morning work start times 6:30, 7:00, 7:30, 8:00 and 

8:45 a.m.; one northbound train would leave downtown 
roughly 15 minutes after the first inbound train arrives. 

 

� Afternoon work end times 3:30, 4:00, 4:30, 5:00 and 
5:30 p.m.; one southbound train would arrive in 
downtown roughly 15 minutes before the last outbound 
train departs. 

 

Three trips will operate in each direction every Saturday 
and Sunday, scheduled to serve downtown Minneapolis 
events.
